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PROCEDURE FOR ESTABLISHING APPROVED AGENCIES (AA)
1. Preliminary

In the Bucuresti FIR, in accordance with applicable local regulations, the airspace reservation/restriction shall be
performed by certain entities only, defined as Approved Agencies.

The term Approved Agencies derives from the content of the Romanian civil-military aeronautical regulations
regarding airspace management and the application of the concept of flexible use of airspace in the Bucuresti
FIR, RACMR MSA-UFSA and refers to Units approved by the Airspace Management Council (CMSA) to request
and negotiate with AMC (Airspace Management Cell) the airspace allocation and usage details.

2. The aim of this Aeronautical Information Circular (AIC)

To remind all air operators holding a certificate granted by the civil or military aeronautical authorities, aeroclubs or
associations with legal personality, having authorized activities in the aeronautical domain about the way to
request, activate and use the reserved/restricted areas published in AIP Romania and managed by AMC
Romania.

3. Applicability

This document applies to all air operators certified by civil or military aeronautical authorities, aeroclubs or
associations with legal personality, interested on the airspace resevation/restriction, air navigation service
providers, civil-military common entities managing dynamic airspace allocation.

4. Effective date
Upon publication, permanent.
5. Information

5.1 Agencies that wish to use reserved/restricted areas managed by AMC Romania are called Approved
Agencies (AA) and are approved by CMSA. Approved Agencies are allowed to negotiate for the airspace that will
be allocated to them through AMC Romania.

5.2 Eligibility criteria for Approved Agencies:

- to fall into one of the categories (as mentioned in point 6.3.2. from the Annex to the order of the Minister of
National Defense and the Minister of Transport and Infrastructure no. M157/1460/2022) air operators
certified by civil or military aeronautical authorities, aeroclubs or associations with legal personality, with
authorized activities in the aeronautical domain;

- to request and use only permanent areas published in AIP Romania. Airspace users requesting
reserved/restricted areas other than permanent ones may be allocated airspace structures based on
protocols concluded with ROMATSA and SMFA,;

- to have in the organizational structure entities or persons designated as contact points for carrying out the
negotiation processes and use of the areas managed by AMC Romania;

- assume responsibility for compliance with the rules for activation, use and deactivation of negotiated
reserved/restricted airspace areas.
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PROCEDURA DE STABILIRE A AGENTIILOR APROBATE (AA)
1. Introducere

in FIR Bucuresti, conform prevederilor legislatiei nationale utilizarea zonelor de spatiu aerian
rezervate/restrictionate se face de catre anumite entitati, definite drept Agentii Aprobate.

Termenul de Agentii Aprobate decurge din continutul Reglementarii aeronautice civilo-militare roméane privind
managementul spatiului aerian si aplicarea conceptului de utilizare flexibila a spatiului aerian in regiunea de
informare a zborurilor FIR Bucuresti, RACMR MSA-UFSA si se refera la Unitati aprobate de Consiliul pentru
Managementul Spatiului Aerian (CMSA) pentru a solicita si negocia cu AMC (Airspace Management Cell)
alocarea si detaliile de utilizare a spatiului aerian.

2. Scopul acestei circulare de informare aeronautica (AIC)

Pentru a reaminti tuturor operatorilor aerieni certificati de autoritatile aeronautice civile sau militare, aerocluburi
sau asociatii cu personalitate juridica, cu activitati autorizate in domeniul aeronautic despre modalitatea de
solicitare, activare si utilizare a zonelor rezervate/restrictionate publicate in AIP Roménia si gestionate de catre
AMC Romania.'

3. Aplicabilitate

Acest document se aplica tuturor operatorilor aerieni certificati de autoritatile aeronautice civile sau militare,
aerocluburi sau asociatii cu personalitate juridica, cu activitati autorizate in domeniul aeronautic care doresc
rezervarea/restrictionarea spatiului aerian, funizorilor de servicii de navigatie aeriand si structurilor de civilo-
militare de gestionare si alocare a spatiului aerian.

4. Data intrarii in vigoare
Permanent, dupa publicare.
5. Informatii

5.1 Agentiile care doresc sa foloseascd zone rezervate/restrictionate gestionate de catre AMC Roménia se
numesc Agentii Aprobate (AA) si sunt aprobate de CMSA. Agentiilor Aprobate le este permis sa negocieze pentru
spatiul aerian care le va fi alocat prin intermediul AMC Romania.

5.2 Criterii de eligibilitate pentru Agentiile Aprobate:

- sa se incadreze Tn una dintre categoriile mentionate la punctul 6.3.2. din Anexa la ordinul ministrului
Apérarii Nationale si ministrului Transportului si Infrastructurii nr. M157/1460/2022 (operatori aerieni
certificati de autoritatile aeronautice civile sau militare, aerocluburi sau asociatii cu personalitate juridica, cu
activitati autorizate in domeniul aeronautic);

- sa solicite si sa utilizeze numai zone permanente publicate Tn AIP Romania. Utilizatorilor de spatiu aerian
care solicita zone rezervate/restrictionate altele decat cele permanente, li se vor putea aloca structuri de
spatiu aerian in baza unor protocoale incheiate cu ROMATSA si SMFA,;

- sa aiba in structura organizatorica entitati sau persoane desemnate ca puncte de contact pentru
desfasurarea proceselor de negociere si utilizare a zonelor gestionate de AMC Romaénia;

- sa isi asume responsabilitatea respectarii regulilor de activare, utilizare si dezactivare a zonelor de spatiu
aerian rezervat/restrictionat negociate.
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5.3. The process of establishing the Approved Agencies:

- the request of the interested structure for recognition as AA is sent to the Romanian Civil Aeronautical
Authority (AACR) or the National Military Aeronautical Authority (AAMN), as the case may be, through the
application published on the link https://www.caa.ro/en/pages/formulare-atmans;

- AACR/AAMN analyzes the requests and sends a response to the requester within 30 days. If it is
considered necessary, the analysis will be carried out through consultation between the two authorities;

- within 15 working days from the acceptance of requests, AACR/AANM transmit the lists of eligible
structures for approval to the CMSA secretariat;

- CMSA approves an integrated list of proposed AAs during a meeting or by correspondence, and a CMSA
decision is issued in this regard;

- the list of AAs is revalidated on a yearly base.

- CMSA aproba o lista integrata cu AA propuse Tn cadrul unei sedinte sau prin corespondenta si se emite o
hotarare CMSA in acest sens;

- lista cu AA este revalidata anual.
